	VIEWED LEAGUE OF MINNESOTA CITIES VIDEO ON THE FUTURE OF CITY BUDGETS
	City Administrator Otterness stated that the League of Minnesota Cities is very concerned that the funding mechanism for city services needs fixing.  He said that as the result of this concern, the League released a video to prompt broad discussion on the problem and possible solutions.  The League Video “Cities, Services, and Funding: Broader Thinking, Better Solutions” was shown.

	John Benedix addressed the council.  He noted the recent passing of Roger Jerome, his involvement in the community, and love of softball.  Benedix requested that a field at Kerry Park be named in Jerome’s honor.  Councilor McBride stated that he has received a similar request to honor Roger Bolstad and further noted that naming each field would help players identify where they are playing.  Motion by Councilor McBride to name the two fields at Kerry Park the Roger Jerome Memorial Field and the Roger Bolstad Memorial Field with appropriate signage to be prepared and a dedication to be held at a time to be determined by the Mayor.
